The weather may not be quite warm enough to get outside, but we have plenty of programs to cele-
brate the green and the Irish this month! March is also National Nutrition Month. Don’t miss BCBS

Can I change my Medicare Plan after Open Enrollment?

AL b o Even though Medicare’s Annual Open Enrollment ended on 12/7/2021

oftveryone (that’s the period in which you can change your Medicare Part D Drug Plan or Medi-
care Advantage Plan —Part C)

For those with Medicare Parts A and B (Original Medicare): You can add a Medicare Supple-
ment (Medigap Plan) at any time of the year in Massachusetts. If you already have a Massachusetts
Medigap Plan, you can upgrade, downgrade or end your coverage at any time during the year. If you
missed your initial period to sign up for Medicare Part A (hospital) and/or Medicare Part B (medical)
now is the time. Then genlJeral open enrollment period for Medicare A and B is January 1 —March
31 with an effective date of July 1st. Please call or visit your local Social Security office.

For those with a Medicare Advantage Plan (HMO or PPO): Between January 1st and March
31st, you can drop your Medicare Advantage Plan, effectively switching back to Original Medicare.
You will be able to join a Medicare Prescription Drug Plan (Part D) at this time and you may also
add a Medicare Supplement (Medigap Plan). You may also switch your Medicare Advantage plan
from one to another during this time frame.

For Prescription Advantage members or if you are getting “Extra Help” paying for pre-
scription drugs: You can change your prescription plan during the year outside of the Annual Open
Enrollment. Five Star Special Enrollment Period (SEP): You can join a 5 star Medicare Ad-
vantage plan once during the year outside of the annual open enrollment period. The following have
5 star ratings from Medicare: all Tufts Medicare Advantage HMO plans.

Other Special Enrollment Periods: You might qualify for an exception that allows you to enroll
in a Part C Medicare Advantage Plan or a Part D Prescription Drug Plan during the year. Examples
may include movlling in or out of your plan’s service area, ending employer insurance, becoming eli-

gible for or losing MassHealth coverage.

NEW AFFORDABLE INTERNET PROGRAM
The Affordable Connectivity Program is an FCC program that helps connect fami-
lies and households struggling to afford internet service.
The Affordable Connectivity Program provides:

Up to $30/month discount for broadband service; Up to $75/month discount for households on
qualifying Tribal lands; and A one-time discount of up to $100 for a laptop, desktop computer,
or tablet purchased through a participating provider if the household contributes more than
$10 but less than $50 toward the purchase price. The Affordable Connectivity Program is lim-
ited to one monthly service discount and one device discount per household.

Who is Eligible? A household is eligible if a member of the household meets at least one of the
criteria below: Has an income that is at or below 200% of the Federal Poverty Guide-
lines; Participates in certain assistance programs, such as SNAP, Medicaid, Federal Public
Housing Assistance, SSI, WIC, or Lifeline; Participates in one of several Tribal specific pro-
grams, such as Bureau of Indian Affairs General Assistance, Tribal Head Start (only house-
holds meeting the relevant income qualifying standard), Tribal TANF, or Food Distribution
Program on Indian Reservations; Is approved to receive benefits under the free and reduced-
price school lunch program or the school breakfast program, including through the USDA
Community Eligibility Provision; Received a Federal Pell Grant during the current award
year; or Meets the eligibility criteria for a participating broadband provider’s existing low-
income program.
Check out www.fce.gov/ACP for a Consumer FAQ and other program resources.
Two-Steps to Enroll- Go to ACPBenefit.org to submit an application or print out a mail-in
application; and Contact your preferred participating provider to select a plan and have the
discount applied to your bill. Some providers may have an alternative application that they
will ask you to complete.

Eligible households must both apply for the program and contact a participating
provider to select a service plan.
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
